Akademi Fellowship (Akademi Ratna)

It is the highest honour conferred by the Akademi without distinction of nationality,
race, caste, religion, creed, or sex. 
Criteria – Restrict any person below the age of 50 to ordinarily be considered for the
honour. 
7 Fellows were elected for the year 2024-25.
Names  include  –  Ramlal  Bareth,  A.V.  Anand,  Rita  Ganguly,  Puru  Dadheech,
Chittaranjan Jyotishi, Pasumarthi Rattaiah Sarma, and Sudharani Raghupathy.
It was restricted to 40 living Fellows at any time.
Award value – Rs. 3 Lakhs plus Tamrapatra and Angavastram.
